Team officials are required to pay for all their own travel costs and MUST hold a current “clean” 

New Zealand Drivers Licence. Please provide a scanned copy with your application. 

 

Officials are appointed on a volunteer basis. Officials are required to cover the cost of NZ Uniform 

Polos ($75), Embroidery ($15), and may purchase black shorts, track pants and jacket if 

wanted.  These items are optional, however you are required to wear black shorts or pants with 

the NZ Polo while on assignment. You may be required to drive a 10 or12-seater team van. 

When in New Zealand we also seek team officials willing to provide their own vehicle if  a multi 

seater is available. (a kilometre allowance will be reimbursed) NZ Tracksuits are available @ 

$70,  shorts are $65.
